Breakaway and cafe discussions

Please note that there will be different topics for discussion in the various breakaway groups as well as the time allocated to each. On registration you will be informed where each group will meet and your name will be on the doors of the venue to which your group discussion has been allocated.

 

The consultation programme is structured to promote presentation of material and to facilitate interactive dialogue with all present. 

The golden thread throughout the programme is ‘children at risk and why and how the Church (the whole Church) should respond’.  In the context of God’s original design of and intention for humankind, and in the context of what we know and where we are today in our nation: 

         What does it take to ensure a child at risk is cared for and developed to become a responsible citizen of this nation?

         How do we upscale the recruitment/mobilisation of the whole Church (Christians in every sector of society) to effectively take up its responsibility to care for children at risk?  

         What can be done to mobilise the Church to care for 60% of children at risk by 2014? 

As you prepare for the consultation would you take the information provided and in the context of your world view reflect what you could contribute in a positive, meaningful way towards participating in a meaningful way and perhaps providing an answer to the above questions.
